Glimpses of History of Money
At different periods of time and in different parts of the world many different commodities have
served as money. These commodities were: cattle, sheep, furs, leather, fish, tobacco, tea, salt,
shells etc. The experts underline that to serve effectively as money; a commodity should be fairly
durable, easily divisible, and portable. None of the above-mentioned commodities possessed all
these qualities, and in time they were superseded by precious metals. First they were superseded
by silver and later by gold. When a payment was made the metal was first weighed out. The next
stage was the cutting of the metal into pieces of definite weight and so coins came into use.
Paper money first came into use in the form of receipts given by goldsmiths in exchange for
deposits of silver and gold coins. After goldsmiths became bankers their receipts became
banknotes. That's how the first banknotes came into existence. At first coins were worth their
face value as metal. But later token coins of limited value as legal tender were issued. Now
smaller denomination coins are made from bronze and are often referred to as coppers. Bigger
denomination coins are made from cupronickel and are usually called silver.

Health Care in Russia.
Health care in Russia, both preventive and curative, is available to the whole population. The
most distinctive feature of it is the attention paid to prophylaxis. One of the main tasks in the
fight against various diseases is the early detection of the first signs of disease. We pay much
attention to the health education of the population. We believe that is one of the main available
methods of preventing the spread of diseases. For this purpose the press, cinema, radio and
television are very helpful.
The basic medical unit in our country is the polyclinic. Polyclinics are large medical centres
employing many doctors and nurses. Polyclinics have their own laboratories and X-ray,
physiotherapy, surgical and dental departments. We have polyclinics for the adult population and
for children. Ambulant patients are seen at the polyclinic by district doctors. Patients who are
seriously ill are visited by their district doctor at home. The doctor works 6 hours a day. For the
district doctor this is made up of 3 hours seeing patients at the polyclinic and 3 hours in visiting
patients in their homes.
The emergency ambulance service operates day and night and is free of charge. The ambulances
are equipped with diagnostic, respiratory and anaesthetic apparatus, as well as blood-transfusion
and other devices, which enable the doctor to give emergency surgical and medical treatment.
There are several specialised hospitals in Russia for the treatment of particular diseases —
infectious and psychiatric diseases, cancer and ophthalmological diseases and others. The
Mother-and-Child Health Care Centre is in Moscow. This Centre deals with not only routine
problems of obstetrics and gynaecology but also with research in the normal physiology of a
female organism starting from an early stage of development. The main task of this centre is to
ensure the birth of a healthy child.
At present, there have emerged a number of private diagnostic and consultation centres, general
hospitals and specialised clinics. Medical and health care is provided in line with compulsory
and voluntary medical insurance programmes set up by the state via private insurance
companies.

UK Health Service
The National Health Service provides free treatment for people living in Britain and gives
emergency treatment for visitors. The greater part of the cost is met from taxes taken from
people’s wages. People also pay some money every month as a sort of insurance.

And, of
course, this is a storehouse of very
bright and memorable quotes (to be
honest, each episode is one big bright
memorable quote). And the
soundtrack for the series is awesome.

However, it is not always clear whether the progress is a positive
or a negative thing.

We have become closer not only to those people
who live nearby but to those who live in other countries as well.
Secondly, the technological progress has an impact on interpersonal communication from a more
global point of view. Technology can work as a driver in the process of collaborative
consumption in which people learn to share, thanks to the Web.
On the other hand, the Digital Revolution does not consist only of positive aspects. First of all, in
some cases, the interpersonal communication becomes more primitive and people forget how to
communicate with others personally. This leads to a more serious one that is about fear of in-
person meetings.



Finally, in the Digital Age, we rely more on technology and less on each other. As a result, we
become more independent of other people and may feel more confident; however, it is only an
illusion as we actually become more helpless.

INTRODUCTION TO THE WWW AND THE INTERNET
Millions of people around the world use the Internet to search for and retrieve information on all
sorts of topics in a wide variety of areas including the arts, business, government, humanities,
news, politics and recreation. People communicate through electronic mail (e-mail), discussion
groups, chat channels and other means of informational exchange. They share information and
make commercial and business transactions. All this activity is possible because tens of
thousands of networks are connected to the Internet and exchange information in the same basic
ways.
The World Wide Web (WWW) is a part of the Internet. But it's not a collection of networks.
Rather, it is information that is connected or linked together like a web. You access this
information through one interface or tool called a Web browser. The number of resources and
services that are part of the World Wide Web is growing extremely fast. In 1996 there were more
than 20 million users of the WWW, and more than half the information that is transferred across
the Internet is accessed through the WWW. By using a computer terminal (hardware) connected
to a network that is a part of the Internet, and by using a program (software) to browse or retrieve
information that is a part of the World Wide Web, the people connected to the Internet and
World Wide Web through the local providers have access to a variety of information. Each
browser provides a graphical interface. You move from place to place, from site to site on the
Web by using a mouse to click on a portion of text, icon or region of a map. These items are
called hyperlinks or links. Each link you select represents a document, an image, a video clip or
an audio file somewhere on the Internet. The user doesn't need to know where it is, the browser
follows the link.
All sorts of things are available on the WWW. One can use Internet for recreational purposes.
Many TV and radio stations broadcast live on the WWW. Essentially, if something can be put
into digital format and stored in a computer, then it's available on the WWW. You can even visit
museums, gardens, cities throughout the world, learn foreign languages and meet new friends.
And, of course, you can play computer games through WWW, competing with partners from
other countries and continents.
Just a little bit of exploring the World Wide Web will show you what a lot of use and fun it is.

Wherever we go, we hear music around us (background music). In stores, restaurants, shopping
centers there is music that creates one or another mood (piped music). Most films, performances
are accompanied by music (incidental music).

Everyone has their own preferences in music, there are fans of orchestral (band music)
or chamber music, modern or classical music.

We won’t dwell on each of the music styles that continuously appears, merge with each other,
develop and have rather strange names, which, however, sound the same in English and in
Russian. Anyway, everyone has his or her own music preferences and taste in music.

The person who composes music is called a composer (and not a “compositor”, as many are
inclined to say), from the verb to compose — to write music.

Usually in music, we like the melody (or tune), especially if it is well remembered (catchy
tune), but it starts to get on our nerves if it is a haunting melody and we hum it all the time (to
hum a melody).

Many people pay attention to the content of songs. In English it won’t be words or text,
but lyrics.



If you can learn to understand sheet music and to read music in a music school, not everyone
knows how to play by ear. To do this, you must have musical talent or an ear for music. Many
people develop their singing talents and practice voice training (to teach voice) with or
without specialists. If someone is deprived of musical ability, then they say about him tone
deaf or earless. About a person who is deprived of hearing, who does not fall into the
notes when he sings, you can also say to sing out of tune.

Classical music may also refer to the native and folk music of any country. The styles vary
greatly depending upon available instruments. This style also includes music being written now,
and we may speak of modern classical music.
Rock music
Rock is the kind of music many young people listen to. In rock songs you can notice many
important problems that thrill youth.
Rock music, sometimes also known as «rock and roll» is a style of music that became popular in
the 1950s in America and Europe. It is primarily based on older musical styles, such as the
rhythm’n’blues music originated by African American performers such as Chuck Berry and
Little Richard, with a heavy focus on guitar, drums, and powerful vocals.
One of the earliest and most famous performers in the early days of rock was Elvis Presley, who
shocked the world with his suggestive dancing and powerful music. He became an instant
phenomenon, and led the way for many other performers over the decades to come.
Another hugely successful and popular rock music group was the Beatles. The Beatles were a
legendary English rock band, which was established in 1959 in Liverpool. The group consisted
of John Lennon, Paul McCartney, George Harrison and Ringo Starr. This was not the original
composition of the group but those whom the entire world knows as the Beatles! The most
popular songs of the Beatles are «Yesterday», «Let it be», «Yellow submarine», «Obladi-
Obladay, «Girl», «Come Together», «Hey, Jude!».
Rock music as any other music help people to relax and have rest and feel themselves a
harmonious individual. It is better to listen to rock music when alone, for no one hinders you to
hear the beauty of its sound. People believe that music a person listens to may say much about a
person, his character, up-bringing and outlook. Many young people can’t live without listening
to rock music, because it makes their life brighter and more interesting.
Rap music
Rap is a modern musical style where the singer speaks or shouts the words in time to music with
a steady beat. Rap music is a style of popular music.
Rap music beginnings in African-American inner-city street culture. This type of music often
deals with the hardships of inner-city life. Rap music is sounded in 1970. This music is popular
among people of all ages and backgrounds.
Rap songs are often known for their focus on controversial themes, such as gang violence. Often,
however, musicians sing about a wide range of events and themes. They often express their
political and social views, and they may discuss their own lives or even write love songs.
Performers have even been known to write rap songs about fictional events.

Pop music
Pop music is a genre of popular music. First time the term pop music in English has sounded in
1926. The roots of pop music go deep into the history. The basic unit in pop music is a different
song or single. The average song length is from 2 to 4 minutes. Since the early fifties pop music
has been the enthusiasm and the entertainment of the young.
The popular group was Abba in XX century. It was formed in 1973 in Sweden. Abba’s cheerful
tunes made them international pop stars and one of the most successful groups of the seventies.
Their most famous songs (“Waterloo”, “Money, Money, Money”, “Knowing Me, Knowing
You”, etc.) often topped European charts. Though the group doesn’t exist any more, it is still
popular with people of all ages.

Choosing an Occupation

One of the most difficult problems a young person faces is deciding what to do about a career.
There are individuals, of course, who from the time they are six years old "know" that they want
to be doctors or pilots or fire fighters, but the majority of us do not get around to making a
decision about an occupation or career until somebody or something forces us to face the
problem.

Choosing an occupation takes time, and there are a lot of things you have to think about as you
try to decide what you would like to do. You may find that you will have to take special
education in Czechia to qualify for a particular kind of work, or may find out that you will need
to get some actual work experience to gain enough knowledge to qualify for a particular job.
Fortunately, there are a lot of people you can turn to for advice and help in making your
decision. At most schools, there are teachers who are professionally qualified to counsel you and
to give detailed information about job qualifications. And you can talk over your ideas with
family members and friends who are always ready to listen and to offer suggestions. But even if



you get other people involved in helping you make a decision, self evaluation is an important
part of the decision-making process.

English as a global world language. Pros and cons of English as a global language. Globish.

On the crest of globalization and technology, English dominates the world like never before, and
now some linguists say it can never be dethroned as the king of languages.

Globalization is an unavoidable process that poses another challenge to humanity — the search
for a single common language.

French journalist and researcher Jean-Paul Nerriere, in an interview for Radio Liberty, shared his
idea for a single language for all. The idea was that the English spoken in the United Kingdom,
Scotland, Ireland, or the United States is different from the English spoken by people from other
countries where this language is not their native language. He gave it the name "Globish™ global
English.

In his book "Globish The World Over", Jean-Paul Nerriere suggests using a much simplified
version of English for communication. He believes that in order to understand each other, people
will need no more than 1,500 words. In this regard, there are many opponents of globish, who
believe that this language is too simple, flawed and unworthy of the right to exist. To this Mr.
Nerryer replies: "Globish is not a language. There will be no literary works on it, it is not created
to transmit cultural heritage. It's just a practical and effective tool with a limited scope.” And, |
must say, this tool is necessary for the modern world in the context of globalization, attempts to
bring peoples closer together and understanding

Speaking about the English language, let's not forget about the negative aspects of globalization.
There is a great fear of the transition of the language from the national culture to the global
culture, the language of which is just English.

In the course of globalization, English is spreading, first of all, as a universal second language.
Increasingly, we are faced with a situation where modern information technologies are based
entirely on the material of the English language, at international scientific conferences all reports
are read and published in English, and international negotiations are conducted not through an
interpreter, but in English on both sides. At the same time, the international role of such
languages as Russian, German, and to a lesser extent French, is declining. It is characteristic that
the President of the Russian Federation, Vladimir Putin, who was previously fluent in German,
but did not speak English, despite being very busy, found time to study English. This is a
symbolic act demonstrating the open recognition by the Russian leadership of the world role of
this particular language.

However, the spread of the “second native language” violates another natural human need — the
need for identity, that is, the desire in all situations to use their native language, mastered in early
childhood. People are forced to learn a foreign language, and not all people are equally capable
of consciously learning languages. And the imposition of English adds two more aspects to the
problem. First, English is the mother tongue for many people, who find themselves in a better
position under globalization: they do not need to learn any additional language. Secondly, the
English language can not be associated with the policy of the United States and the system of
values imposed by this state, which causes millions of people to feel dissatisfied.

The future of English as a Global Language
Never before has there been a language so widely spoken and spoken by so many people as
English. Therefore, there is no precedent that would help us understand what will happen to it
after receiving world status.



By 2015, half of the world's population will speak or learn English, according to British
researchers. Over the next decade, two billion people are expected to start learning English, and
three billion will speak it. Such data is contained in the assessment of the British Council.
Other languages, such as French, are at risk of becoming victims of this "linguistic
globalization". However, by 2050, this boom will end, and the English language teaching
industry will become a victim of its own success, says David Graddall, author of the report "The
Future of the English language"”. "Then the number of English learners will be reduced from 3
billion. up to 500 million, " he says. "As English spreads around the world, more and more
people will be bilingual and even multilingual, and these qualities are highly valued in business.»
Graddall predicts that the world is about to be overwhelmed by a wave of English. "Many
governments, especially in countries that have gained independence relatively recently, introduce
the study of English under the banner of pragmatism. The native languages of countries such as
Malaysia and Sri Lanka are often identified with their newfound independence and as such are
subject to protection. However, English dominates the business sphere, and in order to be able to
compete, to enter into profitable contracts, in such countries you need to learn English from
kindergarten."
The report highlights that there is more to the world than just English, and that the world is
becoming increasingly multilingual. "Chinese, Arabic, and Spanish are popular, and they may
well become the languages of the future.”

Developing a Pattern of Respect

Respect is the core [ko:] (cyrs) of family relationships and harmony. A family is constantly
changing and growing, if not in numbers of members, then in life experiences. Respect can (to
practice) in each new situation to establish and continue a pattern of respect among the family
members.

Family members know when they (to respect), and they know when they are practicing respect
in return. Sometimes the guidelines for respect are clear; they (to speak out loud, share, and
demonstrate).

Each family member is
unique and has his or her own style and personality. Together, families may celebrate respect for
each other and for their family as a whole.

FAMILY VALUES YESTERDAY AND TODAY
Many years ago, families had moral values that served a purpose in their lives. Mothers stayed at
home and care for the children while dads went to work and provided for the family. In the home
mothers would make the children to do their chores and homework before they could go outside
and play. Back then, there were no computers or video games to play with so kids had to
entertain themselves. By the end of the week, the family would go to church on Sunday. These
were simple family values that build foundations for families back in the day. People were
committed in doing the right thing. Even though most families could not afford fancy cars or
nice clothes, they continued to make the best of everything. The most important value learned
back then was respect and self-respect. Parents taught their children to respect them and other
adults and respect themselves.
Teens of today lacked the simple values of yesterday because of the exposure (moxsepranue
pucky, omacHoctH) to negative things in the world. Throughout the history of mankind, family
structure, values, and virtues were fairly well adhered to. However, in today's society, due to lack
of religion and morality amongst other things, the family value system is rapidly deteriorating.

Blog. Traditional Family Values
By Moriah Mosher
My topic today is traditional family values. Now | must admit | had a little problem in writing
this talk. Values are, as we say in the United States, “caught rather than taught.” So it's hard to
put some of these values into words. But I'll do my best!
If you have watched a Hollywood movie lately, as I'm sure most of you have, you probably think
that Americans don't have any “traditional family values.” You may think that in America
commitment means going on a second date. You may think that every couple in the U.S. lives
together. You may think that those few who do get married, quickly get divorced. You may think



that most American children are born into broken homes. You may think that most young people
are too busy demonstrating against Wall Street to worry about getting an education, or a job.
These may be scenes out of a Hollywood movie, but this is not America. This is not the America
that I, and tens of millions of people like me, know. In this other America — the one you don't
hear much about — parents do teach their children traditional family values. Just like my parents
taught me.

So what was it like growing up in a traditional American family? What family values did my
parents try to instill in me? Let me give you a little of my personal history.

All of us begin as a thought of God, and | am grateful to God, for thinking to send me to my
family, a family in which my father and mother were totally committed to each other in a
lifelong, loving relationship. There was never any question about this in my mind, never any
thought that my parents would separate, never any talk of divorce. It was, and is, a “till death do
us part” kind of relationship.

So | was born into what has been called a “natural family” with a father and a mother and their
children. And I have “caught” a great appreciation of the institution of marriage. I want this
family value for myself and for my children.

Because my parents were open to Life, | instinctively understand the sanctity of life, the need to
guard and protect the weakest among us — the unborn, infants, children and the elderly — from
the dangers of abortion, abuse, and euthanasia.

In our early years my sibling and | were home-schooled. | know this may sound exotic to some
of you, but in the U.S. it is quite common. According to the Home School Defense Association,
several million children are home-schooled and over ten million more attend private, Christian,
or Catholic schools. In the U.S., the state does not have a monopoly on educating the young.
Parents are the first and best educators of their children, and outside of the home, many choose
alternatives to public school.

Every traditional family is a school of love and life and virtue. Growing up, my parents insisted
that we keep a regular daily schedule: Wake up and go to school, earn good grades at school,
come home and do chores, complete our homework, join the family at dinner, and help clean up
after dinner, and only then relax and enjoy free time. It is from such good practices that good
habits are formed, and from such good habits that good character is formed.

Take our work ethic, for example. Because my mom and dad wanted to live in the country, my
parents bought a small farm in northern Virginia, a farm we still live on today. Growing up there
was always work to be done — grass to be mowed, cows to be fed, fences to be mended, trash to
be taken out, and so on. Now | may have complained about these chores when | was younger —
in fact, I am sure that | did — but | have come to be grateful. From them | have learned a work
ethic that will help me to be successful in whatever | attempt in life.

Traditional family values require respect for others, especially for one's elders who are the living
repositories of such values. | was taught to respect not just my parents and grandparents, but
respect all of my elders. Of course, I did my share of “talking back” or arguing with my parents.
Obeying my parent's teachings not to lie, cheat, steal or hurt others generally became easier as |
grew older, but honoring my parents by obeying them became harder. When | was a kid | didn't
like to back down; | was headstrong, and very opinionated. Then, when | entered adolescence, |
started watching too many T.V. shows. Teenagers in these shows were always rebellious,
disrespectful, and rude to their parents, and so | was tempted to do the same, and use the media
to justify my actions. But, over time, | learned to show more respect and eventually it came more
naturally.

Forgiveness was another key value that my parents taught my siblings and me. With eight
children in the same household, we occasionally got into fights. | was usually at the center of
these conflicts. During such conflicts my parents would step in, reprimand us for fighting, and
tell us to apologize to each other: “I was wrong. I am sorry. Please forgive me,” was the standard
formulation.



When 1 refused to apologize, as | often did in the heat of battle, | would be sent to my room to
calm down. “Come out only when you are ready to apologize,” my dad would say. I can
remember standing defiantly in front of my dad with my arms across my chest and my jaw
clenched tight, I must have been about ten.

My parents struggled every day with my stubbornness. My dad seemed to have endless amounts
of patience. Eventually, however, | got it. The light bulb came on. | began apologizing to my
siblings and accepting their apologies without the intervention of my parents. | learned how to
control my temper, and how to avoid fighting all together, from my most important teachers, my
father and mother, in the school of traditional family values.

I had much less trouble with other traditional values, such as the need to always tell the truth and
to respect the property of others. | was told never to lie and never to steal. | rarely did, since the
truth of these values seemed to me to be self-evident. It seems as clear to me today as it did when
I was younger that stealing and lying are simply wrong. | believe that these and other traditional
values are written on the human heart. They were certainly inscribed on my heart.

There were other traditional family values that my parents taught me. From my mother | learned
love, empathy, and kindness towards others. From my father | have learned humility,
selflessness, and self-control.

In closing, | would say a word to those of you who did not grow up in a traditional family.
Perhaps you had to learn the importance of traditional family values the hard way, by trial and
error. Perhaps you learned the importance of marriage only because your parents divorced. Or
perhaps you learned the preciousness of human life because someone close to you passed away
or had an abortion. Perhaps, in this era of failing marriages and falling birth rates, you didn't
have a father, or a mother, or brothers and sisters.

At the same time, you understand that such values are fundamental to the good life, and must be
integral parts of our character, however we came by them. | believe that this is so because there
are some values, chiefly those that are laid down in the Ten Commandments, which are also
written on the human heart.

If you're feeling left out, remember this: Every person has multiple opportunities to be part of a
traditional family. There is the family you were born into, the family that you form upon
marriage, and the families that your children form when they marry.

So even if you weren't born into a traditional family, you still have the chance to form one in the
future and to pass along these traditional values. | hope that you will get that chance. | was
blessed by being born into a traditional family open to life. I would love for you to experience
the blessings of belonging to such a family as well, and the traditional values that such families
embody.

No matter how you come by traditional family values, it's important to pass them along to others
— to friends, to family members, and to your future children. Those of us who practice these
values and pass them on to others are arming future generations with the God-given tools
necessary to building a better future.

Belonging to a family is one bond almost everyone in the world shares but family patterns vary
from country to country. Many of you come from societies where the extended family consisting
of mother, father, children, and grandparents as well as uncles, aunts and cousins all live together
in one household. Alhough the extended family is well-known in many parts of the world, in the
United States it is not a common family pattern. The typical family in the United States is the
nuclear family. A nuclear family is one which consists of a father and mother and their children
living together in a separate household without other relatives.

While most American familes are traditional, comprising a father, mother one or more children,
22.5 percent of all American families in 1983 were headed by one parent, usually a woman. In a
few families in the United States, there are no children. These childless couples may believe that
they would not make good parents; they may want freedom from responsibilities of child-
rearing; or perhaps, they are not physically able to have children. Other families have one adult
who is a stepparent. A stepmother or a stepfather is a person who joins a family by marrying a
mother or father.

Americans tolerate and accept these different types of families. They respect each other's choices
regarding family groups.



Families are very important to Americans. One sign that this is true is that Americans show great
concern about the family as an institution. Many Americans believe there are too many divorces.
They worry that teenagers are not obeying their parents. They are concerned about whether
working women can properly care for their children.

Families give Americans a sense of belonging and a sense of tradition. Families give Americans
strength and purpose.

Families serve many functions. They provide a setting in which children can be born and reared.
Families help educate their members. Parents teach their children values — what they think is
important. They teach their children daily skills, such as how to ride a bicycle, etc. They also
teach them common practices and customs, such as respect for elders and celebrating holidays.
The most important job for a family is to give emotional support and security.

The pride of Great Britain is undoubtedly the English Queen. However Her Majesty Queen
Elizabeth Il is not only the symbol of one which respects ancient country, its history and
traditions. She is also a live woman, who has a family, children and grandchildren.

Queen Elizabeth became the head of the Royal Family and the Queen after the death of King
George VI, her father, in 1952. The Queen Mother is still well. The long reign of Queen
Victoria, which lasted from 1837 till 1901 and comprised the Victorian era in the history of
Great Britain resulted in the fact that her descendants became related to practically all the royal
houses in Europe. That is why Queen Elizabeth Il is rightfully considered to be related to the
Royal Family of Romanovs in Russia.

In 1947 Prince Philip, the Duke of Edinburgh, descendant of the Danish and Greek Royal
Families became the husband of Queen Elizabeth. In a year their first child Prince Charles,
Prince of Wales, was born. The heir to the throne immediately attracted everybody's attention:
his childhood and youth, his successes and slips were discussed by the whole country. Twelve
years ago Prince Charles’s marriage to the charming Diana Spencer, who presented him and
England with two little princes of Wales -William and Henry — became a national event. You
could not find a more beautiful and harmonious couple, which is why disagreements between the
young wife and husband that followed soon became a serious source of distress not only for
close relatives but also for the whole Great Britain.

Unfortunately even firm venerable traditions of the Royal Family could not save the modern
family from conflicts. Recently the Prince and Princess of Wales announced that they had
decided to live seperately. The bad example is catching. Princess Anne, two years her brother
Charles junior, initiated dissolution of her ten year marriage with Captain Mark Phillips, the
father of her two children. Sensational news has just spread all over the world: Princess Anne,
for the first tiime in the history of the Royal Family has married for the second time.

The Queen's second son Andrew, Duke of York, thirty- two years of age is also unhappy in his
marriage which gave him two little princesses Beatrice and Eugenie. For already a year the Duke
and the Dutchess have been living separately.

The Queen's youngest son Edward remains her last hope. He is twenty- eight and he is not yet
married.

It would be a mistake to think that the Royal Family is absorbed with family conflicts. The Royal
House representatives take the most active part in the social life of the Kingdom. Above legal
obligations connected with palace etiquette each of them has numerous hobbies and duties.



Prince Charles, Prince of Wales, is a member or head of about two hundred organizations and
societies all over the world, and annually he receives invitations from four hundred other
organizations. Prince Charles is well-known as an expert in architecture.

Princess Diana gained respect and love throughout the world due to her tireless charitable
activity, good temper, and refined taste for the arts.

Princess Anne pays much attention to charity as well. She is the President of the Save the
Children Found. However riding is princess Anne's main passion. She was called the Sportsman
of the year and participated in the Olympic games in Montreal in 1976. Now she is the President
of the Riding for the Disabled association.

Duke Andrew of York is Honorary Commander of the Sea Cadet Corps. He is also the founder
of the "Fight for Sight" Fund, including the Institute of Ophthalmology which conducts research
into the prevention and cure of eye disease.

Prince Edward selflessly devotes himself to theatre. He participated in the production of such
performances as "Cats" and "The Phantom of the Opera,” which made so much noise, he took
the lead in the National Youth Theatre foundation. Besides Prince Edward who is rich in ideas
has created a special fund for young people which helps over two million young men and girls to
find various interesting leisure occupations. Yet it is not enough. Prince Edward manages to find
time to be the head of the Industrial Association and International Fund for the Protection of
Nature.

Professional ~ social  workers  assist
individuals, groups, or communities to
restore or enhance their capacity for social
functioning, while creating societal
conditions favorable to their goals. The
practice of social work requires
knowledge of human development and
behavior, of social, economic and cultural
institutions, and of the interaction of all
these factors.

Social workers are highly trained and
experienced professionals. Only those
who have earned social work degrees at
the bachelor’s, master’s or doctoral levels,
and completed a minimum number of
hours in supervised fieldwork, are
«professional social workersy.

Social workers help people overcome
some of life’s most difficult challenges:
poverty, discrimination, abuse, addiction,
physical illness, divorce, loss,
unemployment, educational problems,
disability and mental illness. They help
prevent crises and counsel individuals,
families and communities to cope more
effectively with the stresses of everyday
life.

Professional social workers are found in
every facet of community life — in
schools, hospitals, mental health clinics,
senior centers, elected office, private
practices, prisons, military, corporations,
and in numerous public and private
agencies that serve individuals and
families in need. They often specialize in
one or more of the following practice
areas: Military Social Work, Rural Social
Work, Child Welfare Services, Homeless
Family Assistance, Hospital Social Work,

BRITISH TRADITIONS AND CUSTOMS

Every nation becomes special by means of its own traditions and customs. There is no other
nation that clings to the past with the tenacity of the British. They are really proud of their
traditions, they cherish them. When we think of Britain we often think of people drinking white
tea, eating fish and chips, sitting by the fireplace or wearing bowler hats, but there is much more
in Britain than just those things. Some British traditions are royal, such as the Changing of the
Guard which takes place every day at Buckingham Palace. The Trooping of the Colour happens
on the Queen’s official birthday. It’s a big colouful parade with hundreds of soldiers and brass
bands.

British holidays (Christmas, Easter, Guy Fawkes Night, Remembrance Day) are especially rich
in old traditions and customs. A traditional Christmas dinner consists of roast turkey and
potatoes, cranberry sauce, sweet mince pies and Christmas pudding. On Christmas Eve children
hang up their stockings around the fireplace for Father Christmas to fill with presents. At Easter
chocolate eggs are given as presents symbolizing new life. Guy Fawkes Night is also known as
Bonfire Night because English people burn stuffed figures on bonfires. On Remembrance Day
red poppies are traditionally worn in memory of servicemen who lost their lives in wars.
National Morris Dancing can be seen throughout the month of May in most of English villages.
Groups of men and women wear coloured costumes, carry white handkerchiefs and perform their
lively folkdance.

One of Englishmen’s traditions is their tender love for animals. Pets are members of English
families and are protected by law. There are even special cemeteries for animals in Great Britain.
Most English people love their gardens too. They enjoy gardening and decorating their houses
with beautiful flowers and plants.

Sports play an essential part in the life of Britain and it is a popular leisure activity. Rugby, golf,
cricket, polo and horse-racing are British national sports and they are played on village greens
and in towns on Sundays.

Politeness and punctuality are typical features of all British people. They often say “Sorry”,
“Please” and “Thank you” with a smiling face and they always try to arrive on time.

The British are also traditional about their breakfast. They usually eat bacon and eggs, a toast
with orange jam, a bow! of cereals or porridge in the morning.

There are over 60 thousand pubs in the United Kingdom. Pubs are an important part of British
life too. People talk, eat, drink, meet their friends and relax there.

Economic and social significance of tourism
In the XXI century, tourism entered as the most steadily developing sector of the economy,
significantly affecting the socio-economic development of many countries of the world. For 38%
of the world's countries, tourism is currently the main source of income, and for 83% of
countries, tourism is among the top five main sources of income. International tourism makes a
significant and growing contribution to the development of the world economy. In 1970-1991,
the number of international tourists in the world increased from 160 million to 525 million
people, i.e. more than 3 times, and tourism revenues increased from $ 20 billion to $ 500 billion
over the same period. E. 25 times. In 1992, the turnover of international tourism reached 6 % of
the world's gross product, annual investment — 438 billion dollars, and the number of people
employed in the tourism sector exceeded 130 million people.
According to statistics, the number of foreign trips worldwide increases by more than 9%
annually. In terms of the number of tourist arrivals in 2000-2004, the first place was occupied by
France (80 million people), the second-by Spain (53 million people), the third-by Italy (43.5
million people), the fourth — by China (42.5 million people), the fifth — by the United States
(41.2 million people). In 2013-2015, the most popular countries were Egypt and Turkey, Asian
countries, where the increase in foreign visitors was more than 30 %. At the same time, in
Europe, the number of foreign visitors increased by only 5 %. The Australian continent is visited
annually by more than 5 million tourists, who spend up to $ 400 million.
Employment indicators in the tourism sector are an important indicator for the economy, since
new jobs attract and strongly stimulate the chain of tourism-related indus tries (transport,
communications, hotel and restaurant business, insurance, local crafts, etc.).
According to the World Travel and Tourism Council (WTTC), by the beginning of the 21st
century, tourism had initiated the production of goods and services worth $ 4 trillion, or 11% of



the world's gross product. Tourism accounted for 7 % of total investment, 11 % of global
consumer spending, 5 % of all tax revenues, and a third of global trade in services. Currently,
every 7th job in the world is accounted for by the tourism business. According to calculations
(WTTC), one job in the tourism sector leads to at least 20 jobs (1) in related industries. If at the
beginning of the XXI century. The number of jobs in the tourism industry, including related
industries, was 221 million people (or 8.3 % of the total economically active population), and by
2015 this figure had grown to almost 270 million jobs.
Consequently, the current stage of development of the world economy is characterized by the
rapid development of international tourism as a type of socio-economic activity. Currently, the
tourism sector worldwide includes a whole range of industries — transport, hotel management,
catering facilities, tour operator and travel agency activities, entertainment industry, sports,
reference and advertising, etc. Nowadays, tourist activity has covered not only Europe, which is
a traditional world tourist center, but also the countries of America, Africa, Asia and Australia. It
is difficult to imagine a large city without foreign tourists. They can be found any day in Paris,
London, Rome, New York, Mexico City, Delhi, Beijing, Moscow and St. Petersburg, and in
other cities around the world. As V. A. Kvartalnov notes, the average annual percentage of the
number of tourist trips is a variable value and depends on many factors. The number of trips
reflects the tourist activity, which largely depends on the level of economic development of the
countries. It showed a noticeable growth at the turn of the XX-XXI centuries.
Against the background of the rapid growth of tourist activity in America and Southeast Asia,
there is a relative decrease in the share of tourists from Europe in the global tourist flow. But the
economic crisis that manifested itself in the world in 2007-2010 led to a sharp reduction in the
growth rate of all global international tourism. In this regard, experts note an increase in the
number of domestic tourist trips and a reduction in long-distance international tourist travel.

OUTSTANDING PEOPLE
ALFRED NOBEL — MAN OF CONTRASTS

Alfred Nobel, the great Swedish inventor and industrialist, was a man of many contrasts. He was
the son of a bankrupt, but became a millionaire, a scientist with a love of literature, an
industrialist who managed to remain an idealist. He made a fortune but lived a simple life, and
although cheerful in company he was often sad in private. A lover of mankind, he had a wife or
family to love him; a patriotic son of his native land, he died alone on foreign soil. He invented a
new explosive, dynamite, to improve the peaceful industries of mining and road building, but
saw it used as a weapon of war to kill and injure his fellow men. World-famous for his works he
was never personally well-known for throughout his life he avoided publicity.
Alfred Nobel was born in Stockholm on October 21, 1833 but moved to Russia with his parents
in 1842, where his father, Inmanuel, made a strong position for himself in the engineering
industry. But soon he went bankrupt and returned to Sweden where Alfred began his study of
explosives in his father’s laboratory. He had never been to school or University but had studied
privately and by the time he was twenty was a skilful chemist and excellent linguist, speaking
Swedish, Russian, German, French and English. Like his father, Alfred was imaginative and
inventive, but he had better luck in business and showed more financial sense. He was quick to
see industrial openings for his scientific inventors and built up over 80 companies in 20 different
countries. Indeed his greatness lay in his outstanding ability to combine the qualities of an
original scientist with those of a forward-looking industrialist.
His greatest wish was to see an end of wars, and thus peace between nations, and he spent much
time and money working for this cause until his death in Italy in 1896. His famous will, in which
he left money to provide prizes for outstanding works in Physics, Chemistry, Physiology,
Medicine, Literature and Peace is the memorial to his interests and ideas.

ERNEST HEMINGWAY
When the sad news of Hemingway’s death was announced in July, 1961 many people left that
the world last one of the most outstanding writers of the 20™ century.
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Hemingway was born in Oak Park near Chicago, USA in 1899. He began to write fiction in
1923, his first books were the reflection of his war experience. The novels “The Sun Also
Rises”(1926) and “Farewell to Arms”(1929) in which the anti-war protest is a particularly
powerful belong to this period.

As a boy, Hemingway spent much time hunting, finishing and exploring in the mild country of
northern Michigan.

In later years, he was attracted to bullfighting in Spain, and big game-hunting in Africa.
Hemingway was a brave soldier. He fought in Italy during World War 1. In 1936 — 1938 he took
part in the Spanish Civil War as a war correspondent. More then anything else he hated war and
fascism. His impressions and his sympathies which were on the side of the Republicans — found
reflection in the famous play “The First Column™ and in a number of short stories.

For many years Hemingway lived in Cuba and was a friend of the people of this beautiful island.
His last works are “Across the River and Into the Trees” and

“The Old Man and the Sea” which was awarded the Nobel Prize.

Once he said: “The main critics of one’s work are the mind and the heart. Perhaps the heart even
more than the mind ... because the mind can sometimes agree to a compromise, but the heart —
never! The truth — only the truth — that is what one must write .

Hemingway’s work have great truth in them; truth about people and the world.

WILLIAM SHAKESPEARE
William Shakespeare is the greatest of all playwright and poets of all times. Not much is known
of his life. He was probably the son of a businessman and was born in 1564 in Stratford-upon-
Avon. He probably attended the local grammar school and got a classical education. In 1582 he
married Anne Hathaway and had three children. Little is known of his life before 1592, when he
appeared as a playwright in London. Soon he became an actor playing supporting roles like the
ghost in “Hamlet”. In 1599 Shakespeare became a part owner of the Globe Theatre in London.
Shakespeare’s work as a playwright is subdivided into three periods. Written in the first periods,
Shakespeare’s plays are mostly history plays like “Henry VI”, and comedies with strong
elements of farce (“The Comedy of Errors”). His masterpiece of this period is “Romeo and
Juliet”. In the second period Shakespeare wrote a number of comedies where he moved away
from farce towards romance.(“As You Like It”). In the third period, after 1600, appeared his
major tragedies — “Hamlet”, “Othello”.
Shakespeare was a great poet and would be well known for his poetry alone. His major
achievements as a poet in his sonnets, first published in 1609. A sonnet is a poem consisting of
14 lines, with a moral at the end. The sonnets are addressed to some “W. H.” And to the
mysterious “Dark Lady of Sonnets”. The sonnets deal with the great themes of love, friendship,
death, change and immorality. Shakespeare’s sonnets are excellent. They are full of harmony and
music; they praise love, friendship and beauty.

London museums

London is a city of museums many of which are world-famous. The Natural History Museum
houses a vast collection of specimens from the plant and animal kingdoms to fascinate the young
and old. Go back in time as long as 150 million years ago. A special emphasis is made on the
educational aspect. People learn a huge amount of information and have great fun at the same
time.
The Science museum contains discoveries and inventions through the centuries, including a 1907
Rolls Roys, the original vacuum cleaner and a "Difference Engine" - an assemblage of wooden
cogwheels, built in the 1820s, that was the forerunner of the modern computer.
The National Gallery includes more than two thousand masterpieces, among them painting by da
Vinci, Titian, Raphael and Rembrandt. The Royal Academy of Arts is the oldest art academy in
the country and was founded in 1768 by Sir Joshua Reynolds.
The Tate Gallery houses the nation's major collection of contemporary art, as well as British, are
from Elizabeth times onwards, including works by Thomas Gainsborough, William Blake and
Francis Bacon. Turner is especially well represented, and there is a rare exhibition examining his
poetry and painting.



Madame Tussaud's is the world best known wax-works museum and one of Lindon's top money-
spinning tourists' attractions. Besides all the celebrities you can also see the infamous Chamber
of Horrors.

Globalization
Globalization is a controversial issue for business and governments throughout the world. We
recognize globalization mainly through its effects. It’s a bit like electricity — we can not see it,
but we certainly observe what it does.
Globalization can be described as a process by which the people of the world are unified into a
single society and function together. This process is a combination of economic, technological,
sociocultural and political forces. It’s a movement of people, goods, capital and ideas due to
increased economic integration.
Globalization is a controversial issue mainly because different groups interpret it in different
ways. For its opponents globalization is a threatening word. It prompts visions of large
multinationals dominating the world in pursuit of ever-higher profits. Many pressure groups fear
that globalization threatens the environment as well as national cultures — they predict that it
will make the rich nations richer and the developing countries even poorer than they are. But its
supporters have another point of view. They believe that increasing and freer trade between
nations will offer prosperity and economic growth for all countries and businesses.
So globalization is likely to be a hot potato for the twenty-first century. As far as the benefits are
concerned there it’s possible to name next statements:
1. An opportunity to get acquainted with cultures of different nations;
2. A variety of choice for consumers: when they can buy in their local stores and supermarkets
not only home-produced goods but also foreign ones;
3. Transnational corporations create additional work places for local people, at the same it is
convenient for these large corporations as well: they may locate the labour-intensive part of their
production process in countries with a relative abundance of labour in order to minimize their
costs;
4. Another point is risk-sharing. It’s more reasonable to invest money not in one company but to
create an international company with great amount of subsidiaries in various countries, so it
won’t have so serious consequences if one of them will not stand cut-throat competition;
5. This cut-throat competition in the local markets between domestic and foreign producers
leads to production of high-quality goods.
The disadvantages of globalization are:
1. Pollution of the environment (and there one peculiarity should be admitted — developed
countries try to locate their harmful for the environment factories and works not in their own
countries but in developing countries);
2. Globalization destroys cultural identity, for example Europeans usually try to impose their
customs and traditions on Asian people;
3. 3. Multinational corporations prefer to use cheap labour-force of developing countries for
instance in Asia. And at the same time they provide their workers with bad and sometimes even
awful working conditions.

The tour operator works in a tourist company. He develops tours also known as tour
packages. Tour packages include transportation, accommodation, catering, transfers and other
Services.

In order to develop a tour package the tour operator works with transportation companies
or carriers, hotels, restaurants, museums and other suppliers.

The tour operator usually markets the tours. He advertises them in mass media or in
brochures.

The tour operator is a wholesaler. He sells tour packages to travel agents wholesale and
pays commission to them. Sometimes he sells tour packages direct to the public.

Tour operators organize tours, so they are the main producers in the tourist industry.

The Travel Agent

The travel agent works in a travel company. The travel agent like the shop-assistant sells
goods to customers. The goods which he offers are tour operator’s packages.

The travel agent is a retailer. He sells tour packages retail to consumers. He gets a
commission from the tour operator. The commission is from 5 to 10 per cent of the tour cost.

The travel agent also sells separate services. They are flights, hotel rooms, sightseeing
tours, car rentals, travel insurances and so on. The travel agent works directly with the public.

Travel agents sell tours, so they are the main sellers in the tourist industry.

The Tourism Manager

The tourism manager works in a tourist company. He runs some tourist business. He
supervises all kind of operations in a tourist company. He also supervises the tourist company
staff.

Sometimes the tourist manager is just the head of some department in a large tourist
company: a sales department, a marketing department, or a public relations department. In this
case he reports to the general manager.

The tourism manager plans tourist business: operations, new products, profits. He
controls the results.



In a travel company — a tour operator or a travel agency — the tourism manager decides on
development and promotion of new tour packages, advertising and sales. He also decides on
prices and discounts.

The tourism manager hires employees. He selects them and provides their training.

The Tour Guide

The tour guide handles tour groups. He shows tourists round a city, a sight, or a museum.
The tour guide conducts sightseeing tours or tours of museums and exhibitions. The tour guide is
also called the tour conductor.

The tour guide accompanies tourists during a local tour or during the whole journey. He
or she caters to the needs of tourists. During a journey the tour guide deals with all kinds of
problems.

The tour guide speaks the language of the tourists perfectly well. He or she interprets or
translates well from one language into another.

The tour guide knows a lot on history, geography, art and culture. He or she knows all the
sights in a travel destination. The tour guide answers a lot of questions.

The tour guide is a friendly, easy-going and helpful person. Tourists always tip their
guides if they like them.
